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<{Premise>
(1) There are specific conditions that must be followed based on license agreements with publishers.
If there is any unauthorized use—even due to individual negligence—the entire Earth Research Institute may face restrictions on usage (such as access
limitations or suspension), financial penalties, or legal sanctions, even during the contract period. Please be extremely cautious.
For international publishers, recovery may take a significant amount of time.
(2) Even if a PDF file is not saved, displaying the full text in HTML or PDF format is considered a “download” since the provider cannot track whether the
file has been saved or not.
<{Notes on use>
(1) All publishers prohibit and monitor systematic (continuous) and large—scale downloads, as well as use beyond copyright limitations.
If usage is deemed improper, the entire Earth Research Institute may face service suspension, or in extreme cases, contract termination. (To restore access,
preventive measures and a written pledge must be submitted.)
Even for freely available content, verify the usage conditions for each title before accessing.
(2) Prepaid PPV (Elsevier’ s “Transaction,” Nature’s “COD”) applies to article—based usage (for e-books, usage applies per chapter).
»  Charges occur when you click “Approve” on the payment confirmation screen before downloading. Click only once.
If 24 hours pass after downloading, additional charges will apply. To avoid this, save or print the document upon downloading.
(Within 24 hours, saving a previously displayed HTML document as a PDF will not incur extra charges, and vice versa.)
Do not download all chapters of an e—book, as individual chapters are billed separately—purchasing the book may be cheaper.
<Examples of fraud>
(1) Using automated download software or file retrieval tools to systematically download large amounts of data. Absolutely avoid this!
Even manual downloads exceeding half of a journal’ s content within a short time may be considered excessive.
*  Browser extensions offering “automatic download functions” may be flagged as automated downloads. Disable them before use.
Clicking multiple times or repeatedly attempting to access slow—loading files may be misinterpreted as large—scale downloading. Always click only once.
*  Prevent unauthorized mass downloads caused by PC infections with proper security measures.
(2) Downloading an entire issue or a significant portion of a title.
* The general allowable download limit is no more than half of a single journal issue, as defined by copyright law.
(3) Downloading multiple documents (opening PDFs) in extremely short intervals, preventing actual reading.
If you need an overview of an entire issue, check the abstracts first.
(4) Duplicating or redistributing downloaded documents to third parties without the copyright holder’'s permission, modifying them, or using them outside of
personal academic research.
= Always respect copyright and ensure acquired data is stored securely, preventing third—party access.
